"He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the Sabbath day he went into the 
synagogue, as was his custom." 
 

And in Luke 4:42-44 it states: "At daybreak Jesus went out to a solitary place. The people were looking for 
him and when they came to where he was, they tried to keep him from leaving them. But he said, "I must 
preach the good news of the kingdom of God to the other towns also, because that is why I was sent." And 
he kept on preaching in the synagogues of Judea."

Jesus immediately reached out 

his hand and caught him, saying to him, 

"O man of little faith, why did you doubt?" 

And when they entered the boat, the wind 

ceased. And those in the boat worshiped 

him, saying, "Truly you are the Son of 

God." And when they had crossed over, 

they came to land at Gennesaret.
