However, this has been modified by the Hierarchs of the church for the week of Thanks-
giving so that we should fast only on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. We go into the full fast fifteen days
before Christmas Day, on December 11. Please keep this in mind as you prepare yourselves for the coming Advent
Season.
